The Central Bank of Ireland (the “Central Bank”) is responsible for supervising VGIL in relation to this Key Information Document.
The Fund is authorised in Ireland and has been registered for sale in other EEA Member States.

VGIL is authorised in EEA Member States and regulated by the Central Bank.

You are about to purchase a Fund that is not simple and may be difficult to understand.

What is this product?

Type: The Fund is a sub-fund of Vanguard Funds plc ("VF"), a UCITS
authorised by the Central Bank of Ireland.

Term: The Fund has no fixed maturity date, however it may be terminated
in certain circumstances as described in the prospectus of VF (the
“Prospectus”) including if the net asset value of the Fund falls below
US$100 million or its equivalent in another currency.

Objectives: The Fund employs a passive management — or indexing —
investment approach, through physical acquisition of securities, and seeks
to track the performance of the Bloomberg Short Treasury Index (the
“Index”).

The Fund invests in a portfolio of fixed-rate, short-term US Dollar-
denominated US Treasury securities that so far as possible and practicable
codnsists of a representative sample of the component securities of the
Index.

The Index measures the performance of US dollar denominated bonds
paying a fixed rate of interest issued by the US government.

Bonds in the Index have maturities of less than one year and include US
Treasury bills, notes and bonds with remaining maturities between one
month and one year.

To a lesser extent the Fund may invest in similar types of government
bonds outside the Index.

The Fund invests in securities which are denominated in currencies other
than the base currency. Movements in currency exchange rates can affect
the return of investments.

The Fund attempts to remain fully invested except in extraordinary market,
political or similar conditions where the Fund may temporarily depart from
this investment policy to avoid losses.

While the Fund is expected to track the Index as closely as possible, it
typically will not match the performance of the targeted Index exactly, due
to various factors such as expenses to be paid by the Fund and regulatory
constraints. Details of these factors and the anticipated tracking error of the
Fund are set out in the Prospectus.

Fund is calculated throughout the trading day and is published on
Bloomberg or Reuters.

The Fund may use derivatives in order to reduce risk or cost and/or
generate extra income or growth. A derivative is a financial contract whose
value is based on the value of a financial asset (such as a share, bond, or
currency) or a market index.

ETF Shares in the Fund can be bought or sold on a daily basis (save on
certain bank holidays or public holidays and subject to certain restrictions
described in the Prospectus). ETF Shares are listed on one or more stock
exchange(s). Subject to certain exceptions set out in the Prospectus,
investors who are not Authorised Participants may only buy or sell ETF
Shares through a company that is a member of a relevant stock exchange
at any time when that stock exchange is open for business. A list of the
days on which shares in the Fund cannot be bought or sold is available on:

Income from the ETF Shares will be reinvested and reflected in the price of
shares in the ETF.

VF is an umbrella Fund with segregated liability between sub-funds. This
means that the holdings of the Fund are maintained separately under Irish
law from holdings of other sub-funds of VF and your investment in the Fund
will not be affected by any claims against any other sub-fund of VF.

Intended retail investor: The Fund is available to a wide range of
investors seeking access to a portfolio managed in accordance with a
specific investment objective and policy.

The risk indicator assumes you keep the Fund for 1
years. The actual risk can vary significantly if you cash
in at an early stage and you may get back less.

The summary risk indicator is a guide to the level of risk of this Fund
compared to other Funds. It shows how likely it is that the Fund will lose
money because of movements in the markets or because we are not able
to pay you.

We have classified this Fund as 1 out of 7, which is the lowest risk class.
This rates the potential losses from future performance at a very low level,
and poor market conditions are very unlikely to impact the Fund's capacity
to pay you.

Be aware of currency risk. You may receive payments in a different
currency to the base currency of the Fund, so the final return you will
get depends on the exchange rate between the two currencies. This
risk is not considered in the indicator shown above.

Beside the market risks included in the risk indicator, other risks may affect
the Fund, including counterparty, index tracking and investment risks.

Performance Scenarios

What you will get from this Fund depends on future market performance. Market developments in the future are uncertain and cannot be accurately
predicted.

This Fund cannot be easily cashed in.

What happens if VGIL is unable to pay out?

The assets of the Fund are held in safekeeping by its depositary. In the event of the insolvency of VGIL, the Fund's assets in the safekeeping of the
depositary will not be affected. However, in the event of the depositary's insolvency, or someone acting on its behalf, the Fund may suffer a financial loss.
This risk is mitigated to a certain extent by the fact the depositary is required by law and regulation to segregate its own assets from the assets of the
Fund. The depositary will also be liable to the Fund and the investors for any loss arising from, among other things, its negligence, fraud or intentional
failure to properly fulfil its obligations (subject to certain limitations).

There is no compensation or guarantee scheme protecting you from a default of the Fund's depositary.

What are the costs?

The person advising on or selling you the Fund may charge you other costs. If so, this person will provide you with information about these costs and how
they affect your investment.

Costs over Time

The tables show the amounts that are taken from your investment to cover different types of costs. These amounts depend on how much you invest, how
long you invest in the Fund and how well the Fund does. The amounts shown here are illustrations based on an example investment amount and different
possible investment periods.

We have assumed:

- In the first year you would get back the amount that you invested (0% annual return). For the other holding periods we have assumed the Fund performs
as shown in the moderate scenario

- USD 10,000 per year is invested.

(*) This illustrates how costs reduce your return each year over the holding period. For example it shows that if you exit at the recommended holding
period your average return per year is projected to be 1.2 % before costs and 1.0 % after costs.
